Early in 1995, The Boston Project Ministries be-
gan as college students dreaming together in a late-
night van ride.  We envisioned teenagers living
out their faith by serving others.  Fifteen months
of prayer and dialogue with Boston outreach work-
ers and ministers demonstrated that such an orga-
nization would benefit residents, local churches, and
community organizations.

Since the creation of our Summer Missions Program
in 1996, our vision has been constantly evolving
and has broadened to bring people from all walks
of life into a lifestyle of conscious and deliberate
service to others. Our commitment to neighbor-
hood revitilization has been refined by working with
people who have been serving in Boston’s neigh-
borhoods for many years. Our Recreation and Bible
CLUB and Academic Resource Center are two of our
on-going children’s programs.  In 1998, we hosted
our first service & outreach trip for urban youth
and are now developing the Center for Urban Youth
in Missions.  In 2002, we launched a $300,000 capi-
tal campaign to buy a house for community out-
reach and staff residence.

The Boston Project is located in the Codman Square
neighborhood of Dorchester within the city of Bos-
ton. Dorchester Temple Baptist Church is a signifi-
cant partner in shaping our vision and community
outreach work. As The Boston Project continues
to expand its programs and partnerships, we are
committed to doing everything with excellence.
